General Authorization for Minimal Disturbance Activities
Within Essential Indigenous Anadromous Salmonid Habitat 
141-089-XXXX

Purpose

These rules set forth the conditions under which an applicant may, without an individual removal-fill permit from the Department, fill, remove or move very small quantities of material within designated Essential Indigenous Anadromous Salmonid Habitat (ESH) areas for projects that have only minimal, temporary short-term adverse effects and no mid-term or long-term adverse effects.
141-089-XXXX

Eligibility Requirements

(1) Activities are limited to no more than two cubic yards of material at any individual site and, cumulatively, not more than five cubic yards of material within a designated ESH stream in a single project year.  No temporary construction access or work area impacts are permitted in jurisdictional waters unless accommodated within allowed thresholds.
(2) The activity shall have no effect on any listed species.
(3) The activity shall have no effect on known archeological sites. 
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Authorized Activities

Eligible projects are limited to the installation, removal, construction, maintenance and inspection of the following: 

(1) Investigative drilling to gather necessary technical data for designing structures. 

(2) Scientific measurement devices whose purpose is to measure and record scientific data such as staff gages, tide gages, water recording devices, water quality testing and improvement devices, and similar structures. 

(3) Surveys for historic resources.
(4) Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife-approved fish trapping structures used for research purposes and population management purposes.
(5) Construction dewatering.
(6) Removing discarded wreckage, garbage, refuse and trash.
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Activity Specific Conditions

Proposed projects eligible for this General Authorization shall adhere to the General Conditions (OAR 141-089-XXXX).
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
